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of land policy. in general. and in massive land allocation. in particular, In the author's
opinion, decision making on the part of those adminmistering the land economy should be
guided by consistency and stability.

In Incorporating the Experience of Other Countries in the Formulation of our
New Planning Law, Prof. Rachel Alterman of Haifa's Technion discusses what can be
learned from Britain, France, Germany, Sweden and others.

Dr. Eliyahu Borochov of Tel Aviv University writes on the Economic Aspects of
Moving the Military Industries. In his view, the parties involved would be deluding
themselves to think that the move could be financed from the sale of the lands on which the
industries now stand. near Herzliya and Ramat Hasharon.

Dr. Dov Gavish of the Hebrew University surveys a process lingering on from the
Mandate period in Land Disposition - Forecast and Reality under the British Mandate.

Aharon Yaffe, in Features of the Land Redemption Process in Beit She'an. enriches
the issue with an historical survey and description of a chapter in the annals of Zionist
settlement whose lessons remain valid.

Doron Cohen and Dr. Gerald Kuslansky discuss The Application of G.LS. to the
Process of Registering Public Housing. They suggest that a solution to the backlog in
registration may be advanced by integrating the analytical method recently adopted by the
Israel Survey Department with Tabu (the Land Registry Office) and the Geographic Information
Systems becoming popular around the world.

Adv. Avraham J. Shafat in Revolution in the Regional Council considers the
relationship between land policy and regional councils as reflected by the latter's jurisdiction
over most of the land in the state.

Also appearing in the issue is an article by Martin Crookston et. al.. translated from
The Planner, on Planning in Jordan. We hope that developments in our neighboring
country will be of interest to our readers.

Efraim Orni reviews Dr. Dov Gavish’s study. From Land Agreements to the Map
of Israel, 1920-1948. published by the ltzhak Ben-Zvi Institute.

Yehuda Ziv, the former director of the Jerusalem district at the [srael Lands Administration,
responds to E. Babay's article on the Eastern Negev, which appeared in Karka 34.
